【教学目标】

5、提高学生的英语口语语言表达水平和能力。
【教学重点】

通过阅读，交流活动，灵活运用英语表达思想和内容，学活学科英语。熟悉英特网的常用词汇。
【教学难点】

英特网英文术语的表达，学生英语语言的表达能力。
【准备知识】
做好课前思想准备，先预习了解查阅一些关于英特网的基本知识和应用。知道一些英特网上的词汇的表达方法。准备好自己用英语来回答老师上课的提问等。我向学生提两个要求：

1、知晓我们的学习课题《About the Internet》。有意识的让学生做好自己用英语上课的思想准备，当上课用英语表达时候不要觉得奇怪。

2、有条件的学生课前从网上搜集并下载相关学习资料，做适当预习。。

◆History of the Internet. Instructions: Explain the evolution of Internet. 
Background: In 1969 people in colleges and governments were just learning how to use computers to solve problems. They used simple word processors to write down what they learned and store it in their computers, but there were no daily updated libraries where people could go to read what other people had just written and add to it.. ……
◆What can I do on the Internet? Instructions: Explain that Internet is a tool that can help you in five different ways.

Communicating:With e-mail and chat groups you will be able to talk to kids and grownups all over the world.
Exploring:The Internet connects you to the rest of the world and lets you explore places and ideas online.
Finding:Everything is connected to everything else on the Internet.
Learning:There are two ways you will learn while surfing the Net. One way is when you go searching for something you want to know about, like who invented the bicycle. The other way is finding something new and unexpected by accident.
Playing:Having fun and playing games can stretch your imagination. It opens up new ways of looking at the world.
◆Guidelines for using the Internet. Instructions: Explain proper use of Internet, including such points as:

Never knowingly post or forward information that's not true. 

Have good manners 

Tell people when you like their work. 

Be creative, not destructive. 

Always obey copyright laws. 

Think before you send. 

Be yourself 

Don't use someone else's account or password. 

Ask for help when you need it. 

Think before you upload.
◆Using E-mail on the Internet. Instructions: We will look at the basic functions most e-mail programs have in common.
Reading the e-mail that is sent to you. 

Saving your e-mail to a file on your computer so that you can read it later. 

Printing out your e-mail so you can give a hard copy to someone. 

Replying to your e-mail letters. 

Writing brand-new e-mail letters to send. 

Attaching files, pictures, or other objects to the e-mail letters you are sending. 

Sending your completed e-mail messages on the Internet. 

Keeping an internet address book to make it easier to send e-mail messages to people you write a lot.
◆World Wide Web (the “web”). Instructions: You will have an understanding of the WWW and will be able to use it.
The World Wide Web - which is also called the WWW or just the Web - is rapidly becoming one of the most popular services available on Internet. It has pictures and hypertext - which means you, can jump from one place to another, all over the world, with a single click of the mouse or a few keys typed on keyboard.

The Web was started in Switzerland by CERN, the European Laboratory for Particle Physics. The people at CERN wanted to build a hypermedia system with hyper links to other systems so it would be easier to use the Internet.

◆Using FTP (file transfer) Instructions: You will learn what FTP is and how to use it.
FTP Stands for File Transfer Protocol. FTP allows you to access remote computers and retrieve files from these computers. You can find FTP in the menu of your Internet access software program.
A typical FTP session consists of these steps:
Launch your FTP software (IE, Netscape, and so on). 

Tell your software the address of the computer you are seeking. 

Tell the FTP server who you are (usually anonymous). 

Enter the password when prompted. Most of the time, entering a password is optional for public sites. It is common Net courtesy to enter your entire e-mail address instead of just leaving things blank. 

Browse the directories for files you want. 

Get the files you want. 

Log off (usually by typing quit, or just close the window).

◆What is "I.M." and "Instant Messaging"? Instructions: You will know much about communication software.
"IM" – short for “instant messaging” – is a type of real time communication service. It is somewhat like email, but much more like a chat room. Both parties are online at the same time, and they "talk" to each other by typing text and sending small pictures in instantaneous time.

IM is based on special small programs that two separate people install, and those programs connect to beam typed messages to each other. This special software allows you to "talk" online with your friends in other rooms, other cities, and even other countries.
The software uses the same cables and network as any web page or email connection. As long as the other person has compatible IM software, IM works very well. Some IM tools even have "you've got mail" capability, where you can send messages while the other person is offline, and they retrieve it later like email.

There are varying levels of IM sophistication. Some IM products are bare-bones (example: Google Talk). You can simply send text messages only. Other IM systems offer advanced options that let you do more than send text messages. It is possible to share photos, send and receive computer files, carry out web searches, listen to the Internet radio stations, play online games, share live video (requires webcam), or even place free PC-to-PC calls worldwide if you have the speaker-and-microphone hardware.

◆Etiquette on the Internet. Instructions: we call Netiquette(网络礼仪礼节)

What is Netiquette? Simply stated, it's network etiquette -- that is, the etiquette of cyberspace. And "etiquette" means "the forms required by good breeding or prescribed by authority to be required in social or official life." In other words, Netiquette is a set of rules for behaving properly online.
